Cub Club Program 
Blessed Trinity’s Cub Club program focuses on 
healthy development for children before and 
after school, on many non-school days and 
throughout summer.  Cub Club’s committed 
staff provides a caring Christian environment for 
children to feel safe and secure.   
  
Qualifying Children 
Cub Club is for preschoolers who are at least 
three years old and potty-trained by September 
1st.  During the school year, children must be 
enrolled at Blessed Trinity Catholic School.  In 
summer, Cub Club is also open to children who 
are not enrolled at Blessed Trinity. 
 
Program Dates & Site Hours 
The Cub Club program is open all twelve 
months of the year.  Site hours are from 6:30am 
to 6:00pm. 
 
Activities 
Cub Club students enjoy year round access to 
Penn Campus’ library, computer lab, and in-
door and outdoor play areas.  Each day, chil-
dren play games, listen to stories, socialize with 

other kids their age and enjoy a nap/rest time.  
During the school year, Cub Club children enjoy 
classes with specialists in physical education, 
music, and art.  Other activities include:  
cooking classes  
Lego Club  
fun and educational field trips that help 

keep kids physically fit—like swimming at the 
Edina Aquatic Center in the summer and 
year round visits to Woodlake Nature Center 

 
Meals & Snacks  
A morning and afternoon snack is provided.  
During the school year, children have the 
choice to participate in the school hot lunch 
program or bring a bag lunch from home. Sum-
mer session requires a lunch from home. 
 
Stay for Cub Snack! 
Parents may choose to have their preschool  
student stay after morning class for up to one 
hour at Cub Club, allowing a cushion of time 
before pick-up after class time ends.  A snack 
will be served.  The cost is $8.00 and must be 
paid when the child is picked up from school. 
 
Important Definitions 
Full time is five days per week and must be 

for all twelve months of the calendar year. 
Drop-in is available but must be paid at time 

of pick-up. 
Summer has a 3 day minimum per week. 
Rates (do not include field trip/activity fees) 
$180.00/week (5 days, 5+hrs) 
$  42.00/day (less than 5 days) 
$  12.00/hour (less than 5 hours) 
$185.00/week in the summer 
Example: Drop off at 10:30am and pick up at 
11:30am equals one hour fee of $12.00.  Drop 
off at 10:30am and pick up at 11:45am equals 

$24.00 for two hours (we bill by the hour). 
Note: Rates as of 01/2012 and may change. 
 
Fieldtrip Policy 
Additional fees apply for field trips, must be paid 
in advance and are not refundable.  The summer 
pool pass must be purchased no later than the 
day Cub Club’s summer session begins.  There will 
be an extra fee for families who do not purchase 
the pool pass by the due date.  Cub Club’s pol-
icy is that all students go on field trips—no one 
stays behind.  If a student has not been dropped 
off when the group leaves for a field trip, that 
child may not use Cub Club services that day. 
 
Billing 
Billing is done one month in advance and must 
be paid by the 10th of each month.  Accounts 
must be kept current or we reserve the right to 
decline care.  
 
Registration Forms & Fees 
Cub Club registration forms must be submitted by 
the published due date.  There is an annual 
$30.00 registration fee for both summer and fall, 
which increases to $50.00 each if submitted late. 
 
Vacation Time  
Cub Club allows one week vacation time for full 
time (5 day) children who are registered for the 
whole calendar year. Vacation time must be 
scheduled two weeks in 
advance and may not 
accumulate.   
 
Withdrawal Policy 
We require a two week 
notice to withdraw from 
the Cub Club program.
